GETTING TO KNOW You

EVENING WORSHIP

Supper was served by volunteers from Penticton United Church.
We sang a number of musical selections to bring us together and to help us find our voices.

Greetings were brought from Sheila MacDermott, Chair of Penticton United Church and Gary
Lidtke, one of the Councilors of the Penticton City Council.

Sheila MacDermott gave some logistical announcements from the local arrangements
committee.

Kent Israel asked that new members of KOP be introduced by someone from their church.

Pursuant to the authority of the 2009 Fall Meeting of Kamloops-Okanagan Presbytery (KOP),
the 2010 Spring meeting was Called to Order at Penticton United Church, Penticton, BC and
was declared open to conduct the business properly before it, Chair Judith Hardcastle
presiding. A quorum was present. Judith opened with prayer.

MS (L. Stirling / K. Medland) that the minutes of the October 23-25, 2009 meeting of
Kamloops-Okanagan Presbytery be adopted as circulated. Carried

MS (L. Burton / J. Belgum) that Corresponding Privileges be granted to visitors and guests to
this meeting of Kamloops-Okanagan Presbytery. Carried

Penticton Commission - Kelly Grittner from the Penticton Commission shared information
with the Court regarding the Commission and results of that work. Earlier this month KOP
Executive, on receiving this information from the Commission, officially formed Oasis United
Church as a congregation of the Presbytery in Penticton, BC.

Kent thanked and expressed the Presbytery’s appreciation for the work of the Commission
and those that served on that Commission: Kelly Grittner, John Burton and Kim Haslebacher.

Travel Policy — at the Fall Presbytery meeting there was a request to the Management team
to look at the travel policy of KOP and bring the result of that conversation back to the court
of Presbytery. Having considered the policy, the Management Team felt that the policy
should remain in place.

Arriving from the floor the following motion was raised and conversation ensued:

MS (W. Atkinson / S. Stickney) that those who have been excused on compassionate grounds
or have been granted permission to leave the court early, be paid full travel. Carried with a
significant number of abstentions.

Further discussion yielded this motion:

MS (L. Stirling / E. Diggle) that we reinstate the 2004 travel policy - that the rate for vehicles
and driver traveling to presbytery be set at 50.08 less than the previous year General Council
rate, plus reimbursement of S0.07 for any passengers. Carried

Jim Taylor led a “getting to know you” exercise for those in presbytery to get to know each
other.

The Worship Animation Working Unit led closing worship.

Jake Highfield and Morgan Swift (co-chairs of the KOP Youth Council) spoke to the court about
Naarai Kir “Under Construction” being held March 26-28, 2010 at Trinity United Church,
Vernon BC.

Tonight at the social time there will be a coffee house with proceeds helping to support
Naarai Kir.

Brenda Timm presented a few of the resources offered in the Resource Centre.

LeAnn reminded us about prayerfully considering what growth we are dreaming of and
bringing those tonight for worship where we will be attaching them to the tree on the wall.

Elements of Transformational Leadership — Ivy opened up a time of discussion about
Transformation. She quoted that “change happens around us, transformation happens within
us.” We were challenged with the question, “How do we use Spiritual Practices as a means of
transformation?”

The Leadership Circle has some plans in the works to bring in Keynote Speakers to talk about
Transformational Ministry — ways to transform the Church. But it’s important to figure out
where KOP is at and what we are looking for in terms of Transformation. vy led us through a
process of determining what we think of when we hear the terms Transformational Ministry
or Transformation in the Church. We ended up with a large list which Ivy will tabulate and
bring back to us later today.

Working units met together until lunch.
Lunch was once again served by the volunteers from Penticton United Church.
We re-gathered at 1:30 pm with music and singing.

Carol Stokes spoke further about the Spiritual Care Network. Heather Burton has stepped
down from this position and Juanita Austin has been appointed as the new contact person for
those in the Northern part of the Presbytery. Carol, who is responsible for south of Winfield
can be contacted at Oasis United Church 250-770-0182 or by email at cjs@telus.net and
Juanita, who is responsible for north of Winfield can be contacted at First United Church
(Salmon Arm) by phone 250-832-3860.

The other role of the SCN in KOP is to host an annual retreat for Ministry Personnel. This
retreat, The Art of Contemplation, will be held April 6-8, 2010 (Tues — Thurs after Easter) at
Sorrento Centre. Lois Huey-Heck is the facilitator for this retreat. Cost is $150 and
congregations are expected to encourage their Ministry Personnel to attend, not as Con Ed or
Vacation, but as work time.

Early June there are plans for a Quiet Garden Day. John and Heather Burton have offered to
facilitate this day at their home.

Louise Burton spoke to the court and told them of the spaces which have been filled since the
report this morning.

you sent her for that time period.

There are some preliminary posters for the Resource Fair to be held October 2, 2010 at Trinity
United Church (Vernon).
